Rubbing 

dryer sheet before blanketing se-

cure several sheets on the inside 

the horse blanket will help to dif-

fuse static build up.  When 

grooming do the same, rub horse 

with several sheets.  Helps re-

move surface dirt and most 

horses like the feel, especially on 

their faces.
